of the sport. Belonging is created through the shared embodied experience of wrestling that
requires the wrestlers to engage in mutual care. Being a wrestler means being able to relate
through the physical language of the sport. This helps the diverse wrestling community to
overcome cultural differences. Community is symbolically created through the distinction from
other sports and values like respect and solidarity. Wrestling, over the past decades, has seen a
decline in popularity. This leads previously rival wrestling clubs to increasingly cooperate and
support each other. The cultural differences between the wrestlers sometimes lead to conflicts,

especially with the inclusion of women in the “brotherhood”. Nevertheless, the wrestlers strive

for an ideal of community that is characterized by cohesion.
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
